• Bail: is the right that some people have to let them free with an amount.

• Corpus Delicti: is a term from Western jurisprudence referring to the principle that a crime must have been proven to have occurred before a person can be convicted of committing that crime.

• Custody:  is when an institution take charge of a person
and make decisions on their property.

• Death Penalty: is the fact that you broke the law and affects some death penalty.
